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Running the Dublin Marathon

In October this year | shall run the Dublin
Marathon, all 26 miles and 385 yards of it.
Nothing too spectacular about that you may well
say. It's true, thousands of people run marathons
around the world every year. However, not so
many people run marathons at 67 years of age,
and even fewer with only one kidney. And that’s
the clue to why I'm doing this.

Firstly, who am 1? | have lived in Blackborough
End for many years, having previously spent a
few years in East Winch, and before that | spent
all my school days living in Middleton.

Alison and | have two sons and both of them have
suffered kidney failure. Firstly, Joel was
diagnosed in 1997, while a teenager, and he
suffered terribly for almost two years. Thankfully,
in 1999 | was able to donate a kidney to him and
he has lived a normal, fit lifestyle ever since.
Subsequently, our other son Oliver (incidentally,
he advertises in the Parish News as OJS
Electrical) suffered the same diagnosis. In 2002
Oliver received a kidney transplant from an
anonymous donor. And he, too, has led a healthy
life since his transplant. Both these operations
took place at the Kidney Transplant Unit at
Addenbrooke’s Hospital, Cambridge.

Those events from 1997 onwards have meant a
lot to our family. In fact, | have previously run a
few marathons to raise money for kidney
research, but not for over 11 years. | had thought
| could ease off into retirement - not only from

work, but also from running.

However, although I'm that much older now | still
feel the urge to give something back, that’s why
I’'m running the Dublin Marathon to raise money
for the Kidney Transplant Unit through
Addenbrooke’s Charitable Trust (ACT). I'm
hoping to raise a total of £2,000 to help the
hospital’s transplant unit and anyone who needs
its services. Addenbrooke’s is a major transplant
hospital and serves patients from West Norfolk
and, indeed, from much of East Anglia.

East Winch Parish Council 6™ July 2015

NCC Highways engineer, Andrew Wallace discussed concerns re upkeep of rights of way.
While being unaware why there had been no reaction to complaints about the footpath from
West Bilney to Walton Rd, he explained how NCC contacts a landowner when there’s a
complaint, and time must be allowed for the landowner to respond. If nothing is heard, NCC
does restitution work and sends the landowner the bill.

The case for the 30mph limit being extended down the Ashwicken Rd was discussed. Mr
Wallace thought of several reasons why nothing should be done, and Nell Steele is to send
him a written argument. To the question of a bus stop in West Bilney, he replied that anything
along the A47 was the responsibility of the Highways Agency, and that he had forwarded Nell’s

query to them.

After he had left, councillors decided to take paid for legal advice over the wording of a contract
between the PC and Wilson Farms defining responsibilities for the new permissive path
between Holland House and the right of way. It was also reported that a request to Wilson
Farms for the gate on Long Drove to be unlocked to allow an oil tanker to get to a customer
had not been answered, and the oil pipe had had to be fed through a house.

The playing field was discussed at length. Should the play equipment be updated? And if it is
paid for by the PC, would the Borough Council, which owns the land, claim ownership of it?
Our Borough Councillor suggested that the PC should consider buying the land. Should older
children be catered for? What about the views of many elderly residents nearby? It was
decided to have a public meeting to discuss this point only on Tuesday, 15" September at

4pm.

Five councillors are to attend a meeting with Sibelco where their plans to extend operations in

the area are to be discussed on 22™ July.

The next meeting will be on 7 Sept at 7.30.

FIRST WORLD WAR CENTENARY

Over the past twelve months, the Parish News has carried a number of articles paying tribute to men
who, 100 years ago, gave their lives during the First World War. In this issue, as the war was entering
its second year, we remember five such men. We will be publishing further tributes over the next three
years - as well as other items exploring the conduct of the war both at home and abroad. If you have
any family or other stories that you would be willing to share, please let us know.

WE WILL REMEMBER THEM
By Chris Dixon

Lionel George Howard
Died 9 May 1915

In the 1911 census, the Howard family were
living at Roydon, where Fred, a retired police
officer and Keziah, ran the Plough Inn. Lionel,
aged fifteen, was a farm wagoner, with an
elder brother and three younger sisters.

Early in the war he joined the 2" Battalion,
Northamptonshire Regiment in Peterborough,
aged nineteen. The Battalion went to France
in November 1914 and assuming Lionel was
with them then, he would possibly have taken
part in the Christmas Truce.

The family had by now moved to
Blackborough End and Lionel was soon
involved in some very heavy fighting at
Neuve Chapelle.

On 24™ April 1915 he wrote a letter home,
which was published in the Lynn News:

“The enemy have been very quiet just lately. |
suppose they had enough of it at Neuve
Chapelle (10th March into April), as there was
not much chance for them. It was terrible for
three days. When we left England we did not
have much rest until just lately. We landed in
the trenches the night before the attack and
next morning the battle began. It started with
the artillery bombarding the enemy trenches,
blowing to pieces all the wire entanglements
in front of the trenches and making the way
clear for us. There were some pitiful sights.
We took a lot of prisoners and gained Neuve
Chapelle. There was an awful smell of lydite
(explosive). It is said this was the greatest
and most terrible battle ever fought and |
believe it. In some places the dead lay in
heaps.”

It was not long before the Northamptonshires
were again engaged in the same area, at the
battle of Aubers Ridge, starting on 9™ May.
Lionel's Battalion were in the first wave of a
disastrous attack, which failed for many
reasons. Most of their twenty-two officers
were killed along with 250 other ranks, out of
perhaps 800 involved.

Lionel’s body was never found and he is
commemorated on the Ploegsteert Memorial
to the Missing, just north of Armentieres.

Albert Berry
Arthur Cawston
Died 13 August 1915

These two men joined the 3" Battalion,
Norfolk Regiment and after training, were
stationed at Felixstowe in July 1915, waiting
to be posted abroad. An opportunity arose
and they were among the 300 who
volunteered to transfer to the Essex
Regiment as reinforcements for the Suvla
Bay landings at Gallipoli.

On 28 July the Royal Edward, a liner
previously employed on the Atlantic service,
left Avonmouth with Albert and Arthur among
the 1,367 officers and men aboard. They
arrived at Alexandria on 10™ August and on
the 13™ headed north towards Gallipoli.

That morning, the unescorted ship was
spotted by the U-boat UB-14, just off the
southern tip of the Greek island of Kos.

It launched a torpedo from a mile away,
striking the stern of the Royal Edward, which
sank in about six minutes.

A number of other ships were soon on the
scene, but despite their efforts about 900
lives were lost.

Albert Berry, aged 29,
was the son of
Matthew and Fanny,
farmers, of Lynn
Road, East Winch.
He worked for five
years as a porter

for the M and GN
railway, for some of
the time at Gayton
Road station. Albert
then worked for Mr Scales, of East Winch,
who he left when he joined the army. He left a
widow and three young children and is also
commemorated on the East Winch War
Memorial.

Lance Corporal
Arthur Cawston
was 19 when he
drowned. He lived
with his parents,
Isaac and Esther
and six brothers
and sisters in a
four-roomed house
in East Winch Road,
Blackborough End.
All the males were
farm labourers.

On Wednesday afternoon, 15th September
1915, Rev. Alexander conducted a memorial
service, to a large congregation in Middleton
church. Albert and Arthur are
commemorated on the Helles Memorial,
Gallipoli, Turkey.

Frederick Walter Griggs
Herbert William Barratt
Died 26 September 1915

Frederick Griggs, Private 15341. 9" Battalion
Norfolk Regiment. Killed in action in France
and Flanders on 26™ September 1915. Aged
20. Born in North Runcton. Enlisted in
Norwich. Son of George Robert Griggs of
New Road, Wimbotsham, King’s Lynn.

Herbert Barratt, Private 15556. 9" Battalion
Norfolk Regiment. Killed in action in France
and Flanders on 26™ September 1915. Aged
21. Born in Barton Bendish. Enlisted in
Norwich. Son of Herbert W. Barratt of
Whorley Farm, Babingley, King’s Lynn. His
brother, Walter, was also serving with the 9th
Battalion Norfolk Regiment. He died later in
the war.

All Saints' Church News

Work on the tower is getting on well, but the
top level of scaffolding will have to be raised
before the pinnacles can be treated. Long
pipes have been added to the drainage holes,
so that rainwater will, in future be thrown
further away from the walls.

Several pieces of re-used stone from the
earlier church have been identified, including
a piece of dogtooth moulding which probably
decorated an archway.

One odd find was that the dripstones on the
western belfry window are decorated at the
ends with two faces, mainly human, but with
piggy noses and floppy dogs' ears. If they are
medieval, they are in extraordinarily good
condition. They might be late Victorian, but

they are too irreverent. And why put them
where no-one on the ground can tell they're
there?

French Simone, a preservation expert, is
injecting chemicals into parts of the south
porch to preserve the scraps of medieval

plaster which remain. Seems crazy, doesn't
it?

Lastly, a new soakaway is being dug on the
west side of the church, and at present
there's a vast hole in the churchyard, safely
fenced in. Although there were no visible
graves there, quite a few bones were dug up.
These have been collected together and will
be reburied when work has finished.

This year’s annual registration exercise starts
towards the end of July and everyone will be
responsible for their own registration. This is
called Individual Electoral Registration (IER)
and replaces the previous system which
allowed one member of a household to register
everyone who lived at their address.

The first part of the registration process is the
issue of a Household Enquiry Form to collect
the details of people aged 16 or over.
